“Tet Reunion 2024” is a charitable project by 
iGo Community Club at FPT University. With 
the iGo Feast, FPTU students made banh 
chung (a traditional Vietnamese savory rice 
cake) and delivered them to children with 
disabilities for Vietnam’s Lunar New Year 2024.
On January 28, iGo members visited Quynh 
Hoa Center to give gifts to children with 
disabilities and to night-shift workers on the 
streets of Hanoi.

FPTU students spent the summer 
with disadvantaged and children 
with disabilities at the Dong An 
Primary School compassion class, 
sharing family-like warmth through 
dance, martial arts, chess, and 
caring activities—offering love, 
encouragement, and inclusion.

In the 2024 “Warmth for Highlands” project, FPTU’s F2K 
(FPT’s Kindness Krew) delivered over VND 88,038,000 in 
community support, including:
90 household gift packs (food, rice)
151 warm jackets, 11 solar lamps, 10 blankets, 6 mattresses
5 bicycles for disadvantaged children; cash assistance for 
10 vulnerable families
First-aid cabinets for primary & preschool; gifts for day-
school children; and gift packs for 57 boarding pupil
